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Coach’s Note to Parents (Please edit as you see fit)
Fun and Fair Play are the goals of Stanley Stick – that is our main focus

The strict league policy is that there must always be another adult in the dressing room with a coach when a child is present – please do not leave your child when a coach is alone in the dressing room.
City of Guelph policy does not allow cell phones to be used in the dressing room – calls and pictures must be taken in public areas.
Respect the referees – on the ice and on the bench.


Hockey is established as the hardest game to referee and our referees are all well qualified volunteers. Abuse of the officials will not be tolerated.

Equal ice time for all players is our goal – mind you it is tough to manage exactly.


Exceptions – ice time incentive for players to play all positions – and if required for discipline

Please take care of the goalie equipment – if you take it home, lay out to dry after each game – DO NOT use for street hockey – we all paid for it – please take care of it.

Please be sure to have breakfast prior to early games. (esp for younger kids)
Please complete and return the health form.
We need an adult in the arena responsible for each child to deal with equipment issues. Coaches cannot deal with certain equipment issues.

Remember: No body Contact - No Slap Shots above the knee

Mouth guard – good idea but not mandatory – only one that attaches to face shield or a professional dental custom fit type please. Neck guard is mandatory 

Note for insurance reasons parents are not to come on the ice unless registered as a coach and wearing a helmet. Also please check with a coach before approaching the bench.
